
RULES OF ASSOCIATION 1-5 as of 22 May, 2010
Name of Association
1 The name of the Association is
Art Education Association of Western Australia
Definitions
2 In these rules, unless the contrary intention appears-

“annual general meeting” is the meeting convened under paragraph (b) of rule 16 (1);
 “convene” means to call together for a formal meeting;

“department” means the government department with responsibility for administering the Associations Incorporation Act (1987);
"financial year" means a period not exceeding 15 months fixed by the Committee, being a period commencing on the date of incorporation of the  Association and ending on 30 June; and thereafter each period commencing 1 July and ending on 30 June in the following year; Choice of “financial year dates” still to be discussed further by Management Committee.
"general meeting" means a meeting to which all members are invited;

"Management Committee meeting" means a meeting referred to in rule 15;

"Management Committee member" means person referred to in paragraph (a), (b), (c), (d) or (e) of rule 10 (1);

"member" means member of the Association;

"ordinary resolution" means resolution other than a special resolution;

“poll” means voting conducted in written form (as opposed to a show of hands);

“special general meeting”  means a general meeting other than the annual general meeting; 

"special resolution" has the meaning given by section 24 of the Act, that is-

A resolution is a special resolution if it is passed by a majority of not less than three-fourths of the members of the association who are entitled under the rules of the association to vote and vote in person or, where proxies or postal votes are allowed by the rules of the association by proxy or postal vote, at a general meeting of which notice specifying the intention to propose the resolution as a special resolution was given in accordance with those rules.

At a meeting at which a resolution proposed as a special resolution is submitted, a declaration by the person presiding that the resolution has been passed as a special resolution shall be evidence of the fact unless, during the meeting at which the resolution is submitted, a poll is demanded in accordance with the rules of the Association or, if the rules do not make provision as to the manner in which a poll may be demanded, by at least 3 members of the association present in person or, where proxies are allowed, by proxy.  

If a poll is held, a declaration by the person presiding as to the result of a poll is evidence of the matter so declared.
"the Act" means the Associations Incorporation Act 1987;

"the Association" means the Association referred to in rule 1;

"the President" means-
(a) in relation to the proceedings at a Management Committee meeting or 
     general meeting, the person presiding as Chairperson at the Management 
Committee meeting or general meeting in accordance with rule 11; or

(b) otherwise than in relation to the proceedings referred to in 
     paragraph (a), the person referred to in paragraph (a) of rule 
     10 (1) or, if that person is unable to perform his or her 
     functions, the Vice President;

“the Commissioner” means the Commissioner for Fair Trading exercising powers under the Act;
"the Management Committee" means the Committee of Management of the Association referred to in rule 10 (1);

"the Secretary" means the Secretary referred to in paragraph (c) of rule 10 (1);

"the Treasurer" means the Treasurer referred to in paragraph (d) of rule 10 (1);

"the Vice-President" means the Vice-President referred to in paragraph (b) of rule 10 (1).

Objects of Association

3  (1) The objects of the Association are-

Communication

To provide our membership with up to date information and guidance in Visual Art Education in a variety of forms by; raising awareness of current trends, facilitating networks with arts and education organisations and, providing opportunities for interaction and exchange between members of the Association on a professional and social level.
Professional Development

Provide professional development for experienced, graduate and pre-service teachers including workshops, presentations, network opportunities, mentoring and support which reflect current pedagogy to promote quality learning and teaching. 

Advocacy of the Visual Arts

The Association provides a forum to promote the value of art education and to raise the profile of Visual Arts in schools and the wider community. 

(2) The property and income of the Association shall be applied solely towards the promotion of the objects of the Association and no part of that property or income may be paid or otherwise distributed, directly or indirectly, to members, except in good faith in the promotion of those objects.

Powers of Association

4  The powers conferred on the Association are the same as those conferred by section 13 of  the Act, so that subject to the Act and any additions, exclusions or modifications inserted below, the Association-

may do all things necessary or convenient for carrying out its objects and purposes, and in particular, may -

     (a) acquire, hold, deal with, and dispose of any real or personal 
          property;

     (b) open and operate bank accounts;

     (c) invest its money -

(i) in any security in which trust monies may lawfully be invested; or

(ii) in any other manner authorised by the rules of the Association;

     (d) borrow money upon such terms and conditions as the Association 
           thinks fit;

     (e) give such security for the discharge of liabilities incurred by the 
          Association as the Association thinks fit;
     (f) appoint agents to transact any business of the Association on its 
         behalf; 

     (g) enter into any other contract it considers necessary or desirable;
          and 

     (h) may act as trustee and accept and hold real and personal property 
          upon trust, but does not have power to do any act or thing as a 
          trustee that, if done otherwise than as a trustee, would contravene 
          this Act or the rules of the Association.
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
