He mainly uses “Dead Colouring Technique”, which he learnt from Tom Keeting, who is a forger. The technique relies on layering; first black and white, then a cool layer, finishing with a warm layer of colour.  Nowadays he uses primary coloured house paint, finishing it off with a layer of acrylic base and then an oil base.
